Jefferson-Lewis Youth Committee Meeting Minutes
February 11th, 2016

Welcome & Introductions:  Chairman Carol Urbanowicz welcomed the committee and started a round table introduction of attendees.

Privilege of the Floor:  Chairman Urbanowicz began by asking the committee what the desired accomplishments of the group should be. She then directed attention to Director Cheryl Mayforth. Director Mayforth explained that the Youth Committee should be focused on finding employment for and providing on-the-job learning opportunities for youth and young adults. These jobs are meant to provide experiences in which youth learn skills that will relate to future employment.  
Career Jam, Pratt Northam, and Youth RFP:  Director Mayforth explained the 3 programs that will aid the committee in accomplishing goals.
1) Career Jam is a hands-on activity event for 8th & 9th grade students. Businesses or organizations represented are categorized under one of the 16 Career Clusters. 
This event will take place on 5/19/16. Volunteers are needed and welcome! Ms. Urbanowicz stated that she may be able to find volunteers from Hi-lite.
2) Pratt Northam is a program that will serve the Black River Corridor by providing college students paid summer internships.  

3) Youth Request For Proposal is the process and timeline through the Jefferson County Purchasing Department in which agencies can create a response to offer youth program elements for eligible participants, ages 14-24.  The Youth Committee and/or the WDB Executive Board may score responses during the next meeting.  The 14 WIOA youth program elements were also discussed.

TANF Summer Program:  Director Mayforth and Julie Daniels discussed the Request for Position process for summer worksite development.  This program is for eligible 14-20 year olds.
