Whereas, By Resolution No 118 of 2023, This Board of Legislators authorized an agreement
with McFarland Johnson to prepare the application to the FAA for extending the PFC Program at
the Watertown International Airport, and

Whereas The PFC will continue to be used to fund FAA-approved projects that enhance safety,
security, or capacity, reduce noise, or increase air carrier competition, and

Whereas, Public notification and air carrier coordination periods were concluded on J anuary 3,
2024 and it is now necessary to execute the application documents that will extend PFC
collections until January 1, 2031.
