INSPECTION:	The Buildings Department is responsible for inspecting shipments to ensure that orders are correct.

RETURNS:	The successful Vendor must accept returns of UNOPENED cans of paint up to 30 days after delivery.  Please include credit policy in respect to returns, credit, etc.

Monthly billing must include the date of purchase, department, description of product and cost, along with the signed delivery acceptance/receipt.

The County is interested in taking advantage of on-line ordering wherever possible.  Please indicate if you offer this.  The successful Vendor(s) must provide applicable training to County personnel. 

Jefferson County reserves the right to add items to this contract throughout the contract period.

CONTAINER SIZE: Containers will be one (1) gallon or five (5) gallon unless otherwise specified.

SHELF LIFE: Shelf life shall be not less than twelve (12) months.  Shelf life is the period during which the product shall be satisfactory in every respect for use and is figured from the date of delivery to the County.  Some settling of paint/coating will be allowed, but the materials shall be easily redispensed by means of a paddle to uniformity and homogeneity.

SPECIFICATION COMPLIANCE: Paint shall comply with all the applicable requirements of Federal specifications including the latest revisions and amendments.

MISCELLANEOUS:  The supplier must advise the ordering department of any delay of special order of non-stock items.
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PERFORMANCE GUARANTEE: All paint furnished shall be guaranteed by the Successful Vendor to have satisfactory covering quality, hiding power, opaqueness of coat, general satisfactory performance for the purpose intended and for application by brush, paint roller or spray equipment.  Paints furnished shall be of uniform fineness; properly ground, shall not settle or cake in containers; shall be readily broken up to a smooth, uniform consistency; shall brush and flow evenly.  Paint shall dry within the specified time without streaking, running or sagging.  A ropy finish will not be accepted.

SAMPLE:	The County reserves the right to request the bidder to furnish two one (1) gallon (or two (2) spray cans) samples of each paint for performance testing during bid evaluation.  The sample must be provided within twenty-four (24) hours of request.  Vendors must provide MSDS sheets for related products as well as color charts for paint.
