DETAILED SPECIFICATIONS
		
Jefferson County is requesting bids from qualified sources to provide both routine preventive maintenance and emergency response for the 13.2 KV Switchgear currently installed at the County Public Safety Building for a two-year period.  Emergency service must be provided within ninety (90) minutes of notification by the County, and be available on a twenty-four/seven basis.

All maintenance to be performed as per manufacturer’s recommendations and the Successful Contractor shall be responsible to perform all work as specified.

All work will be performed in a safe and professional manner and the work area will be left in a neat and clean condition.

The Successful Contractor shall be responsible for the following:

· Maintain a satisfactory inventory of repair and replacement parts for the units specified at their warehouse and in their service vehicles.
· Employ certified technicians, and must submit a list of current employees, who would be servicing equipment upon request.
· Shall possess all State and County of Jefferson licenses required to perform the desired work.  Proof of these licenses must be submitted upon demand by an authorized Jefferson County representative.
· Shall warranty all work performed, preventive maintenance and/or repair work for a period of ninety (90) days.
· Provide all tools and equipment necessary to efficiently perform all work in a professional and workmanlike manner.

Detailed description of all completed work indicating labor and parts provided and work performed must be submitted for signature at the time the work is performed, and must accompany all invoices.

If the Contractor expects to incur any additional costs not specified in the above paragraphs, he must submit a list of those items and corresponding charges or schedule with his bid.  There will be no additional charge for delivery or mileage.  No other costs except those placed in the bid proposal at the time the bid is submitted shall be evaluated, considered or deemed acceptable charges by the County of Jefferson.

The minimum level of services to be provided is as follows:

I.  Frequency-Monthly PM:

Read and document switchboard meters
Check, record and test protective relay targets
Check switchboard annunciator lights, replace as necessary
Read and record battery charger voltage and current
Read and record cell/cell voltage on station battery
Inspect battery connections for corrosion
Equalize battery if necessary
Read cell/cell voltage on diesel battery
Equalize diesel battery if necessary
Read and record diesel battery charger voltage and current
Maintain all information in station site manual (logbook).

II. Annual PM:

Test transfer to generator scheme; simulate loss of power on each phase
Visual inspection of switchgear
Visual inspection of pad mounted transformers
Test ground grid
Provide written report on tests performed

III. Bi-Annual PM:

Test, inspect, clean and adjust eight (8) 13.2 KV circuit breakers
Provide written report on condition of circuit breakers, make recommendations as necessary.

IV. Every Two Years: (To be provided once during the initial two-year contract term)

Test and calibrate twenty-eight (28) protective relays
Provide written report and make recommendations as necessary

V.  All bids must include a list of at least three (3) references including name, address, and contact information for similar services provided within the last two (2) years.

All bidders are encouraged to schedule a site visit to inspect the equipment and verify all conditions.
